Realtime Software is

in the Accounts Payable 

module.  While previous 

versions of this feature fo-

cused only on the clearing 

of a/p checks and gener-

ating reports for manual 

reconciliation, this new ver-

sion is an all encompassing 

true reconciliation process. 

Cash Receipts, A/P Checks, 

Payroll Checks, and G/L 

Journal Entries all generate 

records in the CHECK-

RECON file for their re-

lated bank code, making 

them available for the rec-

onciliation process.  A util-

ity program has also been 

added to convert existing 

A/P-CHECK-RECON  

records into CHECK-

RECON records. 

At the start of the recon-

ciliation process you are  

prompted for the G/L ac-

count.  The CHECK-RECON 

records for all bank-codes 

that are linked to that G/L 

account are then selected 

for the reconciliation.

 ACCUTERM/TEXT BOXES 
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You are further prompted for the bank statement date 

(clearing date), data-code, period, and statement bal-

ance.  The program then retrieves the G/L account bal-

ance for the period specified and calculates the differ-

ence between the bank balance entered and the G/L 

account balance.  A net total of the Outstanding items 

and an Un-reconciled total are also calculated and 

displayed. 

The items in the CHECK-RECON file for the related 

bank codes are displayed in a scrolling list on the 

lower portion of the screen.  You can then optionally 

change the display to view only specific transaction 

types or transaction types for a 

specific bank code.  These items 

can be cleared or un-cleared sim-

ply by entering the sequence num-

ber or check number.  As items are 

cleared or un-cleared the totals 

for the Difference, Outstanding 

Items, and Un-reconciled Total are 

automatically updated.  You can 

also change the cleared date or 

cleared amount for a transaction.  

For convenience, Cash Receipts 

transactions are automatically 

cleared for their amount as of the 

transaction date they are created. 

Once the transactions have been 

updated as cleared and the Un-

reconciled Total equals zero, the 

account has been successfully reconciled.  At this point, you  

can print a reconciliation report that starts with the bank 

balance, adds or subtracts the outstanding items, and ar-

rives at the G/L balance.   Outstanding items are detailed 

on subsequent pages by transaction type.  After the ac-

count has been successfully reconciled, transactions can be 

moved to the CHECK-RECON-HISTORY file, thus keeping 

them from cluttering up future reconciliations.  For conven-

ience, the reconciliation details, including lists of the out-

standing items are stored, making the re-printing of the 

reconciliation reports for prior periods a breeze.  Once 

the reconciliation for an account has been accepted, 

(moved to history), it is no longer available for adjustment.

When running reports it is now possible to limit which 

“saved profiles” that certain users can select.  It is also 

possible to limit which prompts a user can maintain while 

running a report along with which prompts the system 

stops at when pulling up a profile.  These features not 

only provide new security to the data, they also make 

the reports simpler for you to run  

  Distribution History Archive 

The ability to move Distribution History records „the detail 

for each transaction that hits the GL‟ to an archive file—

thereby reducing the size of the current History File to a 

more manageable size that will speed up any reporting 

done on the same. 

 Journal Entry Import From Excel 

A new program has been added to the G/L system that 

allows Excel files created in a specific format to be im-

ported into the system for journal creation.  If you pre-

pare payroll or other journals in Excel in the required 

format you can now upload those into the Realtime G/L.  

The new program checks for invalid G/L accounts and 

prints a proof list. 

 Price List Export 

We have added the ability for you to export Inventory 

Master records to an Excel Spreadsheet. This includes a 

default profile consisting of 5 most used fields, but you 

can add your own personal profile. This feature is useful 

if you would like to create a parts catalog or work with 

your inventory values in Excel. This feature can also be 

useful if you need to send your inventory pricing to a 

web server for customers to view.  Related to this we 

offer a custom programming service to automatically 

export your inventory values, including quantities avail-

able, to a file on your Realtime server. This file can auto-

matically be transmitted to your web server so it may 

populate inventory fields for customers to access.  

 Order Pre-Billing Review 

There is now a program available that will allow you to 

enter an existing Open Order Number, and print a re-

port of the Gross Profit and Cost Margins that would be 

used as of the exact time of the report run.  This will aide

 Recurring Maintenance Scheduling 

This Enhancement to various Serial Number Maintenance and 

Inquiry Programs adds new fields to track recurring or sched-

uled maintenance activity.  A maintenance interval (in days), 

maintenance order type, dates of last and next scheduled 

maintenance and comments can be maintained and moni-

tored.  Once the interval days are entered, the system calcu-

lates the next scheduled maintenance date.  When a desig-

nated maintenance order is billed, the dates of last and next 

scheduled maintenance are automatically updated.  A report 

can be produced to alert the service department of upcom-

ing scheduled maintenance activity.  

 Master Notes Maintenance 

We have been asked to create a method to add and 

change informational notes in several areas of the software. 

A new feature has now been added called Notes Mainte-

nance that allows you to add additional information to cus-

tomers, vendors, customer invoices, sales & work orders, pur-

chase orders, Inventory Items,  and serial numbers.  

 

This new feature is presented in a diary type format that will 

automatically record who entered the note, the date & time 

it was entered, and what the subject of the note is. These 

entries are very easy to make or change and are available 

in several modules for viewing in Inquiry and Maintenance 

programs. This feature has helped to easily explain changes 

made to various documents and accounts in the business sys-

tem.
