This is a rough installation procedure for UPS WorldShip:

Make sure you are on a current SQL version:

From the Realtime server drop down to TCL and enter “WHICH CAD”

Your version should be at least this:

Download the C27 (or current) Windows ODBC client from Raining Data web site: (3.07MB)

Install C27 on the UPS WorldShip PC. - run setup.exe from the C2.0.27 folder

The following are how the fields should be setup in the ODBC client:

If you want to update an SQL table with a new dictionary, you need to delete the old one first.

The number on the end is the table number from the display command

Run the create table command again with the new dictionaries added to the command.

Open UPS WorldShip

Click on UPS Online Connect

Click Create/Edit Map

Look to see if the D3 export and the D3 Shipment maps show up.

If so, click one and click Edit

If the ODBC driver and maps are working correctly it should take you to a screen that has all the red links setup. This is where you can edit what fields get imported into different fields in WorldShip.

The bottom window contains all the mapped links between WorldShip and RPL

Find and click the link for OPEN_ORDERS_xxx::SHIP_VIA 

Click Edit

This will open a window called: Mapping Connections into Shipment Information::Service Type

Click Translations

Click Service then OK

Click one of the service items and it will appear in the upper part of the box.

In the External Field, change the field to what is used on the Sales Orders for SHIP VIA.

ex: NDA (external field) Next Day Air (WorldShip Field)

Click Rename after each change

You can also add more X-Refs to this table - like GROUND, UPS GROUND, REG might all link to the WorldShip field of Ground.

When done click OK and OK again to close the maps windows.

Click UPS Online Connect

Hover over Automatic Export after Processing Shipment

Click D3 Export

To test the import of a sales order:

Click UPS Online Connect

Hover over Keyed Import - click D3 Shipment

This will open a window where you can enter a sales order number from the business system.

enter in the sales order number and all the data should import.

After you click Process Shipment the package details are sent to the UPS-MANIFEST*xxx file with the tracking number as the key.
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
